In the month of October we honour Mary our beloved 

Mother under the title Queen of the Rosary. The feast is 
celebrated on 7th October in grateful remembrance of the 
victory gained at Lepanto in 1571 AD. Pope Pius V instituted 
this feast in gratitude to Mother Mary. As we pray the rosary 
in our families, in our wards and in the parish or elsewhere, 
let us try to understand her more. Let us love her more 
by understanding her role in Salvation 
History. The rosary is neither an empty 
praise of Mary nor an invention of the 
Church but has a strong Scriptural basis. 
In this write up, I attempt to locate the 
scriptural sources for the Hail Mary prayer 
and the litany of Mary. Once we know our 
prayers are not empty phrases but ones 
that are based on the Scriptures, it will 
also help us to love Mary for who she is. 
We should also be able to defend our faith 
when we are faced with questions by the 
Protestants, particularly the Pentecostal 
Evangelicals and those from the new life 
movements.  

Let us begin with the ‘Hail Mary Prayer’. “Hail Mary Full 
of Grace” (Luke 1: 28). “The Lord is with you” (Luke 1:28). 
Gabriel’s greetings to a Virgin named Mary in Nazareth. 
“Blessed are you among women and blessed is the fruit of 
your womb Jesus” (Luke 1:42) Mary’s relative Elizabeth 
greets when Mary visits  her.

“Holy Mary, Mother of God” (Luke 1:28; while Luke 2:7 
tells us that Mary gave birth to her first born (Jesus) John 1:1 
tells us that this Jesus in the beginning was the Word, and the 
Word was with God and the Word was God.) “Pray for us 
sinners, now and at the hour of our death.” There is nothing 
wrong in invoking Mary’s help in any and every situation 
of our life. In many of his letters, St. Paul either asks others 
to pray for him or he assures others of his prayers. Romans 
15:30 “Dear brothers and sisters, I urge you in the name of 
our Lord Jesus Christ to join in my struggle by praying to 
God for me.” 2 Corinthians 1:11 “You also must help us by 
your prayers. Then many will give thanks on our behalf for 

the gracious favour granted us in answer to 
the prayers of many.” Ephesians 6:18 “And 
pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all 
kinds of prayers and requests. With this in 
mind, be alert and always keep on praying for all the Lord’s 
people.” Philippians 1:4 “In all my prayers for all of you, I 
always pray with joy”. Colossians 1:9 “For this reason, since 
the day we heard about you, we have not stopped praying for 
you. We continually ask God to fill you with the knowledge 
of his will through all the wisdom and understanding that 

the Spirit gives”. Colossians 4:3 “And pray 
for us, too, that God may open a door for 
our message, so that we may proclaim 
the mystery of Christ, for which I am in 
chains.” 1 Timothy 2:1 “I urge, then, first 
of all, that petitions, prayers, intercession 
and thanksgiving be made for all people.” 
In all of the above references we observe 
that Paul believed that it is very beneficial if 
we pray for one another. It is very assuring 
to know that others are praying for us.  If 
ordinary peoples’ prayers are fruitful, how 
much more fruitful will the prayer of Mary, 
the mother of Jesus Christ be?  Therefore, 
it is not only not wrong to intercede with 

Mary, but truly beneficial for all those who pray.
There is a long litany of our Mother which we recite after 

the rosary. So many petitions and invocations. Sometimes 
we feel it is repetitive or boring or monotonous. We run 
through the invocations. Knowing the background and the 
Scriptural basis for the titles will help us appreciate the 
Litany more than mere recitation. Let us briefly see where 
in the Scriptures, Mary is referred to such and such titles. 
We will also notice that very few titles do not have a direct 
Scriptural basis but have come into practice through the 
reflections of holy men and women. These invocations are 
also known as the Litany of Loretto.
1.	 HOLY MARY: (Luke 1:28) Mary is addressed as a 

person favoured by God and one who is FULL of grace.
2.	 HOLY MOTHER OF GOD: (Luke 1:32; 1:43; 2:7 read 

with John 1:1) Angel Gabriel told Mary that the child 
born to her will be called “the son of the Most High”. 
While Mary is greeting Elizabeth at her door step, the

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latter responds by saying “and why is this granted to me 
that the mother of my Lord should come to me”. Mary 
gave birth to Jesus in a  stable in Bethlehem. She brought 
him forth into the world in flesh and blood. Evangelist 
John tells us that this person of Jesus ‘in the beginning 
was the Word, and the Word was with God and the Word 
was God.’

3.	 HOLY VIRGIN OF VIRGINS: (Matthew 1:18; Luke 
1:27 and 1:34 read with Romans 8:30) Mary is introduced 
as a virgin and being elected to bear God’s only Son. 
St Paul tells us, “those whom God predestined, he also 
called; those he called, he also justified; those he justified, 
he also glorified. Mary remains an exemplary model for 
all virgins”.

4.	 MOTHER OF CHRIST: (Luke 2:7 read with Matthew 
16:16; Mark 8:29 and Luke 9:20) The Jesus who was 
borne by Mary is addressed as ‘Christ’ or the ‘anointed 
one’ by Simon Peter.

5.	 MOTHER OF THE CHURCH: (John 19:27; Acts of 
the Apostles 1:14) It is widely and authentically accepted 
that when from the Cross, Jesus gave his mother as the 
mother of his beloved disciple, he also gave her as mother 
to all the disciples, which includes us.  Moreover, after the 
death, resurrection and ascension of Jesus, Mary remained 
with the apostles and other disciples guiding them as the 
Church was being established.

6.	 MOTHER OF MERCY: (Ephesians 2:4-5; Titus 3:4-7) 
“Jesus is the one through whom God had mercy on the 
world” Mary by virtue of being the mother of Jesus also 
becomes the mother of Mercy.

7.	 MOTHER OF DIVINE GRACE: (Luke 2:7) In giving 
birth to Jesus, Mary also brings forth into the world the 
divine grace.

8.	 MOTHER OF HOPE: (Luke 2:46) Elizabeth calls Mary 
blessed because she believed (hoped for) that there would 
be a fulfilment of what was spoken to her from the Lord. 
Mary is someone who looked forward with hope.

9.	 MOTHER MOST PURE: (Luke 1:27, 34) Mary was 
wondering how she could bear a son as she was virgin. 
She never for a while thought this son would be born 
through the intervention of a human being.

10.	MOTHER MOST CHASTE: (Matthew 1:18, 23, 25 
and Isaiah 7:14) Mary was to be chaste by God’s plan 
which was foretold nearly six centuries ago through 
prophet Isaiah.

11.	MOTHER INVIOLATE: (Matthew 1:25) Mary as a 
person was not violated by Joseph or any other person.

12.	MOTHER UNDEFILED: (Matthew 1:18; Luke 1:27, 
34) Mary was not open to defilement by any human being. 
In fact, the Preface prayer for the feast of Mother Mary 
says that she brought forth into the world the eternal Light 
without losing the glory of virginity.

13.	MOTHER MOST AMIABLE: (Luke 1:39-56; John 
2:1-11) Mother Mary by nature was very loving. This we 
see in her concern for those in need. She rushes to help out 
her relative Elizabeth without being asked by anybody. 
At the wedding at Cana, when Mary noticed that they 
were falling short of wine which could bring shame to the 
family, she reaches out to them through Jesus. 

14.	MOTHER MOST ADMIRABLE: (Luke 11:27-28) 
Mary is no ordinary person. Just looking at the person 
of Jesus, people were able to wonder how blessed and 
admirable Mary, his mother was. We see a woman 
exclaiming “Blessed is the womb that bore you, and the 
breasts at which you nursed”.

15.	MOTHER OF GOOD COUNSEL: (Acts of the Apostles 
1:14) Mother Mary was around to guide and counsel 
the disciples even after Jesus had ascended into heaven.

16.	MOTHER OF OUR CREATOR: (Luke 2:7 read with 
John 1:3, Colossians 1:16) Evangelist John tells us 
“All things were made through him (Jesus), and without 
him was not anything made that was made.” Some 
Protestants vehemently oppose this title. However, seen 
from evangelist John’s perspective, it is this very person 
of the Trinity that Mary bore in flesh and blood. St. Paul 
reiterates the point “For all things were created in heaven 
and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or 
dominions or rulers or authorities-all things were created 
through him (Jesus) and for him.” 

17.	MOTHER OF OUR SAVIOR: (Matthew 1:21) Joseph 
was instructed in his dream that the son born of Mary is to 
be named ‘Jesus’ for he will save his people from their sins.

18.	VIRGIN MOST PRUDENT: (Luke 1:34-38; 2:41-52; 
John 2:5) It is prudence on the part of Mary to ask how 
she will be a mother as she is a virgin. She does not blindly 
accept or reject. She makes a very informed decision. Mary 
also knows when to intervene, when to talk and when to 
be silent. This we see when the boy Jesus is found in the 
Temple. During the Wedding at Cana, Mary asks her son 
Jesus to help the family and Jesus responds by saying that 
his time has not yet come. Mother Mary does a very prudent 
thing. She does not force her son to do what she says. She 
knows that Jesus will definitely do what is required. So, 
she tells the servants to do as Jesus says. 
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19.	VIRGIN MOST VENERABLE: (Luke 1: 48; Luke 

11:27) Mary knows for sure that it is not just her own 
generation which will honour, respect and venerate but  
all generations. “For behold all generations will call me 
blessed”. A woman from among her own generation had 
this to say about Mary even without  seeing her in person 
“Blessed is the womb that bore you, and the breasts at 
which you nursed.” 

20.	VIRGIN MOST RENOWNED: (Luke 1:48-49) In 
addition to the details in the 19th invocation, Mary also 
knows that God has done great things for her already.      
Her renown also comes from the fact that Mary is also 
willing to go to any length to cooperate with the plan of 
God. She does not complain that God has put her in some 
kind of problem or complex situation. Instead, she feels 
happy and great. 

21.	VIRGIN MOST POWERFUL: (John 2:1-11) Mary 
has the power to influence her son Jesus for a good cause. 
Who can be more powerful than Mary?

22.	VIRGIN MOST MERCIFUL: (Luke 1:39-56; John 
2:1-11) When Mary comes to know her relative is carrying 
and needs help, she has pity on her, visits her and remains  
with and serves her for three months. At the wedding 
at Cana, she takes pity on the family without anybody 
approaching her and takes the initiative to help them.

23.	VIRGIN MOST FAITHFUL: We may refer all 
the Gospel parts and verses where Mary is explicitly 
mentioned. From the day Mary accepted and conceived 
Jesus in her womb, she faithfully accompanied Jesus 
without complaining. She even followed him to the Cross 
and remained with him till his last breath.  

24.	MIRROR OF JUSTICE: (Matthew 5:48) Mary tried 
to be perfect as her heavenly Father is perfect. Just as a 
mirror reflects the light and image of the object in front 
of it, Mary reflects the glory, beauty, truth, and goodness 
of God. Mary made every effort to align herself with the 
plan of God. In that sense, Mary inspires people to live 
in obedience to God’s law and to grow in the likeness of 
Christ, thus reflecting the divine justice in their own lives. 

25.	SEAT OF WISDOM: (1 Corinthians 1:24; Luke 1:26-
38; 2:7; John 1:1-18): St. Paul calls Jesus Christ as the 
power and Wisdom of God. Jesus is, in fact, the incarnation 
of Divine Wisdom. Mary conceived this Divine Wisdom 
in her womb and brought him forth into the world. In this 
sense, Mary becomes the carrier and seat of Wisdom. 

26.	CAUSE OF OUR JOY: (Luke 1:44) Mary brings joy 
to all whom she meets and greets. Elizabeth had this to 

tell Mary “For behold when the sound of your greetings 
came to my ears, the baby in my womb leapt for joy”.

27.	 SPIRITUAL VESSEL: (Luke 1:35) “And the angel 
answered  her “The Holy Spirit will come upon you and the 
power of the Most High will over shadow you- therefore 
the child to be born will be called holy-the Son of God”. 
Mary is the vessel which carried the Word  the second 
person of Trinity for nine months in her womb. 

28.	VESSEL OF HONOUR: (Luke 1:35; 2:7) She more than 
any other person, deserves to be honoured as the one who 
conceived and gave birth to the Son of God.

29.	SINGULAR VESSEL OF DEVOTION: (Luke 2:7; 
2:41-50; Mark 3:21, Luke 8:19-21; John 19:25-28) She 
alone was destined to carry and bear the Son of God. In 
fact, her role in the life of Jesus did not end with his birth. 
It began more earnestly after Jesus’ birth. After bringing 
forth Jesus into the world, she continued carrying him in 
her heart with the same devotion. She did not give up on 
Jesus when he was lost in the Temple as a child. She did 
not give up on Jesus when his own relatives began saying 
“he is out of his mind”. She did not give up on Jesus even 
when he was hanging on the Cross. 

30.	MYSTICAL ROSE: (Song of Songs 2:1) This title is 
extended to Mary from the book of the Song of Solomon. 
It refers to a certain place ‘Sharon’ which is fruitful and 
excellent. Mary is that place which is mystically beautiful, 
excellent and fruitful.

31.	TOWER OF DAVID: (Song of Songs 4:4) This title is 
extended to Mary from the book of the Song of Solomon. It 
speaks of the noble and strong character that Mary is. The 
tower is equated to the neck. In fact, one’s character was 
reflected in the way one held one’s neck. A bent neck meant 
humiliation and a stiff neck meant stubbornness. Mary 
displayed extreme calmness and confidence throughout 
the Gospels. She neither gave into humiliation nor did 
she ever display stubbornness. 

32.	TOWER OF IVORY: (Songs of Songs 7:4) This title is 
extended to Mary from the book of the Song of Solomon. 
A tower-like neck has always been regarded as beautiful. 
The ivory tower was something slender in structure, 
dazzlingly white in appearance, imposing and captivating. 
Mother Mary is all of these.  

33.	HOUSE OF GOLD: (1 Kings 6:21; 2 Chronicles 3:6; 2 
Timothy 2:20) The book of 1 Kings mentions that King 
Solomon after building the Temple in Jerusalem over 
laid the inside of the temple with pure gold. The second 
book of Chronicles tells us Solomon filled the inside of 
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the temple with precious stones and gold from Parvaim 
supposed to be the best quality of gold. If Jesus is the 
most precious gold, Mary is the one who housed the gold.

34.	ARK OF THE COVENANT: (Luke 1:31; read with 
Luke 22:20; Hebrews 9:4 and Revelation 11:19) The 
son whom Mary was to conceive and give birth was the 
covenant. Jesus himself says later that he has come to 
make a new covenant in his blood. 

35.	GATE OF HEAVEN: (Luke 2:7 read with John 1:1-5, 
9-18; 3:13) It was through the person of Mary that the 
Lord, the Word, the second person of the Trinity came 
into the world.  Jesus in his conversation with Nicodemus 
mentions “No one has ascended into heaven except he 
who descended from heaven, the Son of Man.”

36.	MORNING STAR: (Song of Songs 6:10; Luke 1:46) 
This title again has its roots in the Song of Solomon 
“Who is she who looks down like the dawn, beautiful as 
the moon, bright as the Sun…” Mary looked forward to 
the coming of her son. Mary believed that there would 
be a fulfilment of what was spoken to her by the Lord. 
Catholic tradition refers to Mary as the Morning Star 
(Venus) which appears just before the sun rises. Jesus is 
Sun and Mary is the Morning Star. 

37.	HEALTH OF THE SICK: (Jeremiah 33:6; Psalm 
103:3 read with John 2:1-11) God the Father promises 
us health and well-being. Mary as a concerned Mother 
and intercessor will come to our aid when we plead in 
times of sickness. Mother Mary is always interested in 
our well-being. 

38.	REFUGE OF SINNERS: (Luke 1:26) Mary’s life was 
so pleasing to God that he destined her to be his only 
begotten son’s mother. Mary lived an immaculate life. 
She showed that it is possible to live without sinning. In 
addition to acknowledging Mary to be sinless, this title 
helps us in honouring her as a powerful intercessor who 
can assist us in turning away from sin and towards God.

39.	COMFORT OF MIGRANTS: (Luke 2:1-7; Matthew 
2:13-15) Mary has experienced first-hand the difficulties 
and anxieties of migrants both internal and external. When 
she and Joseph went from Nazareth to Bethlehem and was 
in labour, not one person came forward to reach out to 
them. Eventually, they had to make place for themselves 
in a stable. When Mary and Joseph realised that King 
Herod had ordered the killing of infants, they took flight to 
a distant country without fearing for their own safety and 
security on the treacherous route and in an alien nation. 

40.	COMFORTER OF THE AFFLICTED: (Luke 2:34-

35; Matthew 2:13-15; Luke 2:41-50; John 19:17; John 
19:39-40; John 19:39-42) Mary is able to comfort the 
afflicted because she herself was afflicted not once or 
twice but seven times. It is reflected in the seven sorrows 
of Mary; (1) The prophesy of Simeon; (2) Flight into 
Egypt; (3) The Loss of child Jesus in the Temple. (4) The 
Carrying of the Cross; (5) The Crucifixion; (6) Jesus is 
taken down from the Cross; (7) Jesus is laid in the tomb. 
Mary who herself went through pain and affliction will 
definitely reach-out to those who are afflicted.

41.	HELP OF CHRISTIANS: (John 2:1-11 and Acts of 
the Apostles 1:14): Mary who helped the family in Cana 
is always ready and willing to help us. Mary also stayed 
with the apostles and guided and accompanied them in 
the early days of the Church.

42.	QUEEN OF ANGELS: (Luke 1:28, 30 2:7 read with 
John 1:1-3)In the greetings of archangel Gabriel we read 
phrases and idioms such as ‘full of grace’ and ‘you have 
found favour with God’. This finding favour with God is 
not limited to bearing the second person of the triune God 
but also taking precedence over all other creatures.  In 
conceiving and becoming the mother of the second person 
of Trinity, Mother Mary received pre-eminence over all 
other created beings, including the angels. 

43.	QUEEN OF PATRIARCHS: (Exodus 3:11-4:13 versus 
Luke 1:38) Moses (Transfiguration on the Mount) is 
considered the representatives of all patriarchs. When God 
asked him to go to Egypt and release the captives, he gave 
excuses not once or twice, but five times. Compare that with 
Mary, she would have had to face a gory death at the hands 
of Jews if it was revealed that she had conceived before 
marriage. Yet she willingly said yes to the plan of God.  

44.	QUEEN OF PROPHETS: (Isaiah 6:1-5; Jeremiah 
1:6; Jonah 1:1 ff Versus Luke 1:38; Luke 1:46-55) 
Major prophets like Isaiah and Jeremiah when they were 
called to prophesy on God’s behalf, they initially resisted 
one by saying that he is a sinner and the other that he is 
still a boy and that he couldn’t speak properly. Jonah 
another prophet tried to escape from going to Nineveh. In 
comparison Mary at a very young age was willing to take 
up challenges and face risks in order to bring the plan of 
God to completion. And this she did in the humblest way 
calling herself a handmaid of the Lord. In her Magnificat, 
Mary prophesies on behalf of God.

45.	QUEEN OF APOSTLES: (Revelation 12: 1-17; John 
2:12; Acts1:14) Mary is presented as the Woman who 
is wearing the Sun and below her feet stands the moon. 
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She is crowned with twelve Stars representing the twelve 
tribes of the Jews and twelve apostles. Jesus when he went 
from Cana to Capernaum, took along Mary with other 
disciples. Her relationship with the apostles began from 
that day. And after Jesus’ ascension Mary remained with 
the apostles to guide them. 

46.	QUEEN OF MARTYRS: (Luke 1:26-38; Luke 2:7; 
Matthew 2:13-15; John 19:25) Mary had the desire and 
courage required by a martyr more than anybody else. 
From the moment of conception Mary exposed herself 
to the possibility of the most painful death- being stoned 
to death for conceiving before marriage. While giving 
birth to Jesus in a stable in unhygienic conditions she  a 
teenager, exposed herself  to possible infections. On her 
flight to Egypt, she exposed herself to the possibility of 
being exploited and waylaid by looters.  Finally, even at 
the foot of the Cross when most of the disciples deserted 
Jesus, Mary stood there, without the fear of being shamed 
or taunted for being the mother of the crucified. 

47.	QUEEN OF CONFESSORS: (John: 19:25-27) Mary did 
not hesitate to stand at the foot of the Cross and confess 
that she is the mother and disciple of Christ, the Crucified. 

48.	QUEEN OF VIRGINS: (Matthew 1:18; Luke 1:27 and 
1:34) Mary is an exemplary model for all virgins.  

49.	QUEEN OF ALL SAINTS: (Revelations 12:1-17) Mary 
is presented as the Woman who is wearing the Sun and 
below her feet stands the moon. She is crowned with 
twelve Stars representing the twelve tribes of the Jews 
and twelve apostles. She being the first to be assumed 
into heaven after the resurrection of Christ, by extension 
also becomes the queen of all saints. Primus inter pares 
meaning first among equals.

50.	QUEEN CONCEIVED WITHOUT ORIGINAL SIN: 
(Luke 1:28 read with Genesis 3:15) The greeting of Mary 
as “full of grace” suggests that Mary does not contain even 
an iota of the stain of sin including her own conception. 
She did not share in the sins of her ancestors Adam and 
Eve. In fact, she was to be the complete opposite of Eve. 

51.	QUEEN ASSUMED INTO HEAVEN: (Revelations 
12:1-17; Genesis 5:24; Hebrew 11:5; 2 Kings 2:11 read 
with Luke 1:30) The Church did not invent this title. 
There are biblical incidents that mention God assumes 
into heaven those whom he loves and favours. Enoch 
who loved God much and Elijah the greatest of prophets 
were both assumed into heaven. How much more will the 
mother of the only begotten Son be loved and honoured? 

Mary’s trust in the Lord and her willingness to face every 
challenge and threat to cooperate with the plan of God 
also make her apt for the special favour and love of God. 
Multiple apparitions of Mary over the centuries at different 
places prove this title to be rightful. 

52.	QUEEN OF THE MOST HOLY ROSARY: The title 
is associated with Our Lady’s apparitions to St. Dominic 
Guzman, her deep connection to the Rosary. The feast 
day honouring this devotion is celebrated on October 
7th commemorating a significant naval victory for the 
Holy League at the Battle of Lepanto in 1571, which was 
attributed to the prayers of the Rosary. 

53.	QUEEN OF FAMILIES: (Matthew 1:1-2:23; Luke 
1:1-2:52; John 2:1-11) Mary is not only loving and 
concerned towards her own family but also towards other 
families. The way she cooperated with Joseph throughout 
the childhood of Jesus and the way she empathised with 
the wedding family at Cana is all a sign that Mary is an 
exemplary model for all mothers as Queen of Families. 

54.	QUEEN OF PEACE: (Isaiah 9:6-7; Luke 1:29; 2:7; 
2:51; John 2:1-11; 19:25) The future Messiah is also called 
the ‘prince of peace’. Mary who brought forth Jesus into 
the world definitely deserves the title.  Mary is also a sign 
of calm and composure. Mary brings about peace with 
her presence. Even when disturbed, she displays extreme 
patience. She is at peace with herself and others. The family 
at Cana could have fallen to shame due to lack of wine. 
By helping them, Mary brings about peace of mind to the 
family.  In her apparition in Fatima, Mary asked that all 
pray daily rosary as a means to obtain peace in the world.
