The artist attempts
to portray infant Jesus contemplating the vision of His
future passion. He shows his anguish with the loss of
one of his sandals.

The image long forgotten was blessed and handed over
to the Redemptorists in 1866 by Pope Pius IX. They
were given the authority to make the icon known all
over the world.

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The special audience with the Holy Father,
Pope Leo X1V, at the Vatican was a historic
and profoundly meaningful moment for Prof.
Edmund Frank and his family. This rare
honour took place during the Jubilee Year
2025, celebrated under the theme “Pilgrims

of Hope,” a year that calls the faithful to
renewal, reconciliation, and compassionate
service to those on the margins of society.
The audience was held on 14 December, a
day solemnly dedicated by Pope Leo XIV to
prisoners, their families, and all those engaged
in the noble mission of their transformation,
rehabilitation, and reintegration into society.
The occasion highlighted the Church’s
enduring commitment to mercy, restorative
justice, and the belief that every human
person, regardless of past mistakes, carries
the potential for redemption and new life.
Prof. Frank’s long-standing prison
ministry reflects this Gospel vision in
action. Through years of dedicated service
at the Mangalore District Prison, his mission
has included counselling, educational
initiatives, and the training of inmates in

Leo XIV

self-employment skills. These
efforts are aimed not merely at
reform, but at restoring dignity,
responsibility, and hope, enabling
prisoners to return to society as
g contributing individuals. The
X Vatican’s recognition of this work
stands as an encouragement to all
who serve quietly and faithfully
in  ministries of compassion,
reminding us that such acts of
love are seen, valued, and blessed.

Prof. Edmund Frank has
established a classroom with a
seating capacity of 100, equipped
with a laboratory, along with a
three-dimensional open-air stage within
the prison premises, enabling inmates
to participate in educational and skill-
development programmes.

Under his initiative and sponsorship, a
10-month Diploma Programme titled “Herbal
Medicines and Disease Prevention”—
affiliated with St Aloysius (Deemed to be
University)—was conducted for a batch
of 45 prison inmates. This programme is
the first of its kind to be offered in prisons
anywhere in the world. The successful
completion of the course was marked by a
Convocation Ceremony held inside the jail.

In recognition of these remarkable efforts,
Prof. Frank was invited by the Vatican to
participate in the Jubilee Mass celebrated by
Pope Leo XIV at St. Peter’s Basilica on 14
December, and a personal audience with the
Holy Father.
